State Program Narrative

During the 1992 Idaho Legislative session, a bill was passed authorizing the establishment of Telecommunications Relay Services in Idaho.  A copy of that bill is included for reference.  Pursuant to the terms of those statutes, the Idaho Public Utilities Commission was directed and authorized on behalf of the State of Idaho to appoint a TRS Administer to contract for the TRS services.

In the summer of 1992, the TRS Administrator issued a Request for Proposal requesting bids to provide Telecommunications Relay Services under contract to the TRS Administrator pursuant to federal and Idaho statutes and the terms and conditions of the Federal Communications Commission and the Idaho Public Utilities Commission.  The bid was awarded to Hamilton Telecommunications on September 1, 1992 and service began on December 1, 1992.

During the summer of 1995 the Idaho TRS Administrator released a request for proposal for Telecommunications Relay Services in Idaho.  The bid was awarded to Hamilton Telecommunications in October of 1995.

Our most recent request for proposal was during the summer of 2000, resulting in the awarding of the current contract with Hamilton Telecommunications through November 30, 2003, with the possibility of two one-year renewals.

Our current FCC certification was submitted during September of 1997 and was subsequently granted.

Introduction

This is an application on behalf of the State of Idaho submitted by the Idaho Public Utilities Commission to have the Idaho Relay Service be certified as a Telecommunications Relay Service pursuant to the rules and procedures set forth by the Federal Communications Commission.  The State of Idaho has been certified for the last certification time period beginning July 27, 1998.
